
OLVER ANNOUNCES BERKSHIRE COUNTY HEAD START PROGRAM AWARDED $1,126,401 IN ANNUAL FUNDING

  

 Washington -  Today, U.S. Representative John W. Olver (D-1st                District) announced that the US Department of Health and Human Services                (HHS) has awarded Berkshire County Head Start $1,126,401 for the                budget period from March 1, 2000 through February 28, 2001. 

In his role on the Appropriations Committee, Rep. Olver has continually                pushed for more federal funding of Head Start programs. The funding                is appropriated on an annual basis in the Labor/HHS/Education Appropriations                Bill and then it is distributed to local communities.

The grant was awarded on a non-competitive, discretionary basis                through HHS°s Region 1 Office for Children and Families.
