
Olver and Kennedy Announce $300,000 for Mount Greylock Scenic Byway Project

  

Washington- Today, U.S. Representative John W. Olver (D-First District)                and Senator Edward M. Kennedy announced a total of $302,000 in Federal                Highway grants from the U.S. Department of Transportation for scenic                overlook projects related to the Mount Greylock Scenic Byway.

               "Now residents and visitors to Berkshire County will have the                opportunity to safely enjoy the terrific views along the Mount Greylock                Scenic Byway," Olver said.

               The Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) has approved funding to                hire a designer/engineer, develop an improvement plan consistent                with the Corridor Management Plan, hire a contractor to implement                the plan, and implement overlook improvements which correspond with                the Corridor Plan.

               "Not only is Mount Greylock the state's highest mountain, it                is also one of the most beautiful. The planned improvements will                make the mountain, and Berkshire County, an even more appealing                destination," Olver added.

               "Mount Greylock is one of Massachusetts' greatest treasures,"                said Senator Kennedy. "These improvements will draw even more                visitors to the area, bringing both environmental and economic benefits                to Western Massachusetts." 
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
