           WASHINGTON - Senator Edward M. Kennedy and Representative             John W. Olver today announced $43,668 in funding for the Monterey             Fire Department. These funds are part of the U.S. Department of Homeland             Security's Office for Preparedness' Assistance to Firefighters             Grants program.

"Our first responders           risk their lives every day for their communities, and this funding           will go a long way in helping to keep the Monterey firefighters, and           all those they protect safe."

           "Our first responders deserve the best training and           equipment to do their jobs safely and effectively," Olver said. "This           grant will assist this small community with a variety of safety-related           needs, such as new fire alarms for the department headquarters, carbon           monoxide and fume remover systems, an air tank refill station, and           new breathing apparatus."

           These funds have been awarded to the Monterey Fire           Departments as part of the Operations and Firefighter Safety Program.           Funding through this program can be used for training, equipment, personal           protective equipment, wellness and fitness, and modifications to fire           stations and facilities.
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
